TOBACCO FREE POLICY

January 20, 2000

Purpose of Tobacco Free Policy

In keeping with Adrian College's mission statement and in recognizing the adverse effects of tobacco use and bi-products of its use it is our intent that all academic, residential and service buildings maintain a tobacco free environment.  This policy applies to all students, staff, faculty and visitors.

Extent of Policy
The tobacco free policy will apply to all facilities (academic, residential and service buildings) and vehicles owned and operated by Adrian College.  Tobacco use is permitted on campus grounds provided that it occurs beyond 25 feet of any building entrance.  Individuals who choose to use tobacco must do so on their lunch time or on their scheduled breaks.

Enforcement
Individual complaints should be voiced to the offender or to the immediate supervisor.  Repeat violations of this policy may result in disciplinary action, up to and including termination of employment.  The Director of Human Resources is responsible for on-going administration of this policy.
