WEATHER EMERGENCY

THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURE SHALL BE USED IN THE EVENT OF A WEATHER ALERT OR EMERGENCY:

· Safety representatives will contact John Johnston (Home # 260-7088) to alert him of any weather related concerns that might impact students and staff in travelling to and from the campus. Contact Chris Haire (264-9574) in John’s absence.

· John Johnston will determine whether or not Safety personnel should dispatch the appropriate personnel to assess/address the weather conditions.

· If the weather conditions are serious, John Johnston will contact President Caine (263-1648), as well as Mike Ayre (424-8063 or 517-270-2899).  President Caine will make the decision to cancel classes and/or work.  In the President’s absence, the decision will be made by Mike Ayre and in his absence by Pam Boersig (265-1961).

· If school or work is cancelled, Mike Ayre will be responsible for communicating this to the other Vice Presidents and to the local media outlets including:

· WJR, WABJ, WLEN, WQTE

· TV Stations (Toledo, Detroit)

· If school is cancelled, Pam Boersig will be responsible for coordinating communications with students on campus.  This may include phone system, e-mail or hall postings.

· Subsequent days will be handled in the same manner.

Note-  this process should also be used, when appropriate, for other unforeseen situations like loss of power.  In the event of a medical or police emergency, Safety should contact those authorities first and then either Pam Boersig or Mike Ayre.
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
