About the President
Dr. Jeffrey R. Docking, 17th president of Adrian College, earned 
a doctorate in social ethics from Boston University, a master of 
divinity degree from Garrett-Evangelical Theological Seminary, 
and a bachelor’s degree from Michigan State University. He 
became president July 2005. Before coming to Adrian, he held 
positions at Washington & Jefferson College in Washington, 
Penn., most recently as vice president and special assistant to 
the president, and as vice president of student affairs and dean 
of student af fairs. He also has experience teaching and working 
in residence life. He and his wife Elizabeth have four children.

Dr. Docking cuts the ribbon on Adrian College’s new state-of-the-art Performance 
Stadium. The facility opened in 2006 and other projects are already underway. AC 
has experienced a renaissance in Docking’s two years of presidency.
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The ! rst one was proof that the Adrian College baseball team 
was among the elite teams in the conference. The second one 
proved it had staying power.

Now as the Bulldogs begin defense of a MIAA championship 
for the second straight year, the onus is on a younger group of 
players to continue making history on campus.

After a 10-win season in 2001, the Bulldogs have improved ev-
ery year since. Adrian has posted four straight winning seasons, 
including the back-to-back titles in ’05 and ’06. The Bulldogs 
won every weekend series in conference play during the ! rst 
championship season, clinching the title with a sweep of Tri-
State on the ! nal weekend. As the pre-season fa vorite to repeat 
last year, Adrian went wire-to-wire on top of the MIAA stand-
ings, racing to an 18-2 start in league play and sewing up the 
championship with two games left in the campaign.

“Our program has had a target on its back for a while,” Adrian 
coach Craig Rainey said. 

“Over the last four or ! ve years we’ve been the best team in the 
conference. We hope to get our program to the point where it ’s 
like a Wooster or Marietta, where we can just reload each year 
instead of rebuild.”

The reloading process begins this season. Much of the Bulldogs’ 
success during the championship years can be attributed to 
last year’s senior class. Among those in the class of 2006 were 
Adrian’s top two pitchers, Jeff Nokovich and Craig Reynolds, and 
the core of the Bulldogs’ in! eld, including shortstop Tony Ven-
nekotter, third baseman Isaiah Beckman and ! rst baseman Da-
vid Markey. Nokovich is the school’s career strikeout leader and 
was the league’s Most Valuable Pitcher last season, Vennekotter 
is Adrian’s career hits leader and was co-MVP at shortstop, while 
Markey and Beckman gave the Bulldogs explosive bats in the 
lineup and starred at their defensive positions.

“That group of seniors was a special group,” Rainey said. “Win-
ning back-to-back conference titles is never easy, and that’s 
something they need to be proud of and recognized for.”

Vennekotter takes over as an assistant coach, along with former 
Adrian standout Luke Harrigan, a member of the 2005 cham-
pionship team. Pitching coach Gordie Thesien also returns to 
Rainey’s staff this season.

As the Bulldogs prepare for another title run, several players 
will step into expanded roles. Adrian has larger numbers than 
past seasons, but return only four starters f rom last year. Rainey 
knows that gaining experience early in the 2007 season is 
crucial.

“We have talented kids, but experience is lacking,” Rainey said. 
“Every four years you have kids graduate, so it’s a changing of 
the guard. We want to continue to be a top-tier program, and 
this year is a de! ning moment.”

THE PITCHERS
One traditional strength of the Bulldogs in recent years was their 
stock of arms. The cornerstone of Adrian’s championship teams 
was pitching and defense, and this season should be no differ-

ent. Despite the loss of Nokovich 
and Reynolds, the Bulldogs have 
plenty of depth on the mound.

Last year’s No. 3 and 4 pitchers 
move up in the starting rota-
tion. Sophomore Adam Stone 
(left)  is slated as the team’s 
ace, followed by junior Bobby 
Rickstad (below) . After begin-
ning as a reliever, Stone played 
his way into the starting rota-
tion last year, ! nishing 4-1 with 
a 2.23 earned run average and 
26 strikeouts. A uti lity player, 
Rickstad went 6-2 on the mound 
with a 2.77 ERA. Stone can bring 
heat from the hill, while Rickstad 
developed a mix of power and 
off-speed pitches.

“We’ve had good pitching from 
Stone and Rickstad, and we 
need that caliber of pitching at 
the top of the rotation,” Rainey 
said.

Three pitchers will compete 
for the third and fourth spots. 
Senior Paul Walters began as 
the team’s No. 4 starter before 
Stone’s emergence, going 1-2 
with a 4.85 ERA. Sophomores 
Nick Sarkissian and Shawn Spilak 
will also compete for a spot in 
the starting rotation.

“All three of them wi ll get starts 
early, and we hope to have our 
rotation sorted out by the MIAA 
season,” Rainey said. “We had 
two outstanding pitchers in 
Nokovich and Reynolds, but I 
think we have greater depth this 
season.”

The bullpen is also deep and will 
see competition for spots. Senior 
Eric Calkins and junior Taylor 
Muehlfeld bring experience to 
the pen, while several freshmen 
could see repetitions. Calkins is 
a powerful right-hander, while 
Muehlfeld is a left-handed op-
tion. Freshman Josh Lancaster 
was a standout at Saline High 
School and on the Adrian/Bliss-
! e ld American Legion team, 
while classmates Andrew Fetzer 
and Dan Gribble are two left-
handers who could factor into 
the bullpen.

2007 Season Preview

Bulldogs have designs on dynasty
Two-time champs ! eld young squad, look for three-peat 
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THE INFIELD
With the departure of most of last year ’s in! eld, the Bulldogs 
will have a different look. Two starters return in sophomore 
Todd Meyers and junior Alexander Younce (left) . Meyers 
started at second base last year, but will replace Vennekotter at 
shortstop this season. Younce developed into a strong catcher 
in 2006 and returns behind the plate.

Senior Mike Hackett moves to ! rst base, while Rickstad will man 
third when he’s not on the mound. Sophomores Dustin Duf-
fey and Mike Grubey are expected to platoon at second base 
for the Bulldogs and classmate Chad Baas will compete with 
Younce for the catching duties.

Junior Andrew Todd and freshmen Steve Vanderheyden and 
Aaron Hakola are among those also competing for time in 
Adrian’s in! eld.

THE OUTFIELD
Rainey has ! ve players competing to man the Bulldogs’ out! eld 
this season. Senior Ryan Sulek will start in center! eld most of 
the time, while sophomore Anthony Carr will man left ! eld. 
Senior Mark Roeder is slated as the team’s starting right ! elder.

Sulek came on strong during league play last year and devel-
oped into a standout center! eld. One of the quicker pla yers on 
the roster, Sulek can cover a lot of ground to make defensive 
plays. Carr also possesses a lot of speed to left ! eld, while 
Roeder gets his chance at right after serving as a backup last 
season.

Sophomores Jaymz Zokoe and Mackenzie Matthews will com-
pete for time in the out!  eld and could rotate in for Sulek, Carr 
and Roeder when needed.

AT THE PLATE
Adrian graduated some powerful hitters last year, but should 
still put up its share of of fensive ! reworks. At the start of the 
season, Sulek is slated to return at leadoff, with Carr batting 
second and Meyers hitt ing third. Sulek hit .355, dro ve in 18 
runs and scored 40 runs last year, while Carr hit .238 as the No. 
9 hitter. Meyers hit .364 with 47 hits, 33 runs and 25 RBI last 
season. 

All three will look to use their speed to get the Bulldogs off to a 
strong start.

“We have more speed in our lineup than years past, and we’ll 
try to utilize that,” Rainey said. “Sulek, Carr and Meyers are 
some of the fastest kids we’ve had in our program. We’ve 
worked on our short game and have the potential to run, steal 
and create runs better with our speed.”

Rickstad is slated as the clean-up hitter after hitting .336 with 
45 hits, scoring 33 runs and driving in 26 runs last year. Hackett 
hit .314 in 35 at bats and moves into the No. 5 spot. Junior 
newcomer Brett Miskokomon is slated as the designated hitter 
at No. 6, while Younce will likely bat seventh after hi tt ing .348 
with 26 RBI’s last year. Roeder is the projected eighth hi tter, 
while whoever plays second base (Duffey and Grubey) will 
anchor the ninth spot.

“We’ve built our team on pitching and defense, and we’ve 
worked on our of fense,” Rainey said. “We should be able to 

create our own runs, and that ’s a big advantage to our pitching 
staff to get more run support.”

NON-CONFERENCE CHALLENGE
The Bulldogs will be challenged right off the bat. Adrian wi ll 
travel to Georgia and Kentucky for its Spring Break trip, where 
it will see several teams who’ve already played several games. 
The Bulldogs will open the season Feb. 26 against Oglethorpe 
College in Atlanta, Ga. then face powerful squads Piedmont 
College and Emory University. The Bulldogs conclude Spring 
Break in Kentucky with a two-game series with Transylvania 
University.

“Our non-conference schedule allows us to have great competi-
tion early and endure tough situations similar to what we’ll face 
in the MIAA,” Rainey said. 

“We’ll be at a bit of a disadvantage, and it will be a challenge 
for us to quickly elevate our games.”

Adrian will also make a weekend trip to Indiana for a three-
game set with Franklin College (Mar. 9-11) and travel to Ohio 
during St. Patrick’s weekend to face Wittenberg University and 
Capital University. The Bulldogs are also scheduled to have 
one nine-inning game Apr. 10 at cross-town rival Siena Heights 
University. The Saints split two meetings last year with the 
Bulldogs.

MIAA TITLE DEFENSE
Adrian begins its quest for a three-peat Mar. 21 when it tra vels 
to Tri-State University for  the front half of a four-game weekend 
series. The Thunder supply the opposition for the Mar. 24 home 
opener at Riverside Park. The Bulldogs will then face a stiff 
challenge from Hope College the following weekend. The Flying 
Dutchmen ! nished with an identical 21-7 conference record in 
‘06, but Adrian won three of four meetings last year to earn the 
tiebreaker for the NCAA regional quali! er.

The Bulldogs close the season May 2-6 with a four-game series 
against the Albion College. The Britons were the ! rst team to 
win a weekend series from Adrian in three seasons, taking three 
of four.

Hope is expected to have the league’s most dangerous hitting 
lineup, while Albion returns all four pitchers and ha ve what 
many believe is the best staff in the conference. Those two 
along with the Bulldogs are among the f avorites to compete for 
the MIAA title in 2007, and can expect to get everyone’s best 
shot in the league.

“We try to prepare for that, and that ’s why we play the caliber 
of competition in the non-conference schedule,” Rainey said. 
“There are no ‘bottom teams’ in our league and every weekend 
is important.”

Alma, along with improving teams in Kalamazoo and Olivet, 
could also make noise in league play.

2007 Season Preview
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The MIAA

The Michigan Intercollegiate 
Athletic Association (MIAA) is 
America’s oldest collegiate athletic 
conference. 

The 2006-07 school year marks the 120th consecutive year of 
operation for the NCAA Division III af! liated conference. The 
MIAA was founded March 24, 1888. From the very beginning, 
the MIAA has conducted full-season championships in multiple 
sports. There have been changes in some of the sports (bicycle 
racing and Indian club juggling have long since disappeared, and 
basketball did not even exist in 1888), but these changes have 
served to develop the MIAA into one of America’s ! nest NCAA 
Division III conf erences, today offering 18 sports for men and 
women. 

The MIAA’s continuity is noteworthy. Of the 12 schools that have 
had full membership, eight are still members -- Adrian, Albion, 
Alma, Calvin, Hope, Kalamazoo Olivet, and Saint Mary’s. Signi! -
cantly, not one of these eight colleges has ever belonged to any 
other formal league. Albion and Olivet were charter members 
although Albion is the only member to hold continuous member-
ship. Ex-members were Michigan State University (1888-1907), 
Eastern Michigan University (1892-1926), Hi llsdale College 
(1888- 1960), and De! ance College (1997-2000). 

The MIAA’s membership list went unchanged from 1954 unti l 
1997 when the De! ance College of Ohio and Saint Mary’s Col-
lege of I ndiana were invited to join. It also marked the !  rst time 
that the league added members outside the State of Michigan. 
The league stipulated, however, that the name of the conf er-
ence would not change. The inaugural year of current members 
are: Adrian (1908), Albion (1888), Alma (1902), Calvin (1953), 
Hope (1926), Kalamazoo (1896), Olivet (1888), and Saint Mary’s 
(1997). 

The MIAA marked a historic note in 2002 when the league ac-
cepted Wisconsin Lutheran College of Milwaukee, Wisc. as an 
associate member for the purpose of competing in f ootball. Wis-
consin Lutheran announced in 2005 that it wi ll lave the MIAA 
after the 2007 season to join another conference. 

Tri-State University became a conference member in 2004-05 
upon its acceptance as a provisional NCAA member. 

The MIAA Mission Statement

The Michigan Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (MIAA), founded 
in 1888, is the nation’s oldest collegiate athletic conference. The 
governance of intercollegiate athletics at member colleges and 
conference legislative responsibility rests with the College Presi-
dents and their institutional delegates. Primary considerations 
in all conference decisions are: the wel fare of every participat-
ing student-athlete; procedures that underscore the academic 
missions of member colleges; and fair play at all conference 
events. 
Member schools achieve the conference’s mission by: 

1. Conducting athletic programs that are extensions of and di-
rectly support the academic mission of each school. This in" u-
ences the way that member schools view coaching, recruitment, 
eligibility, ! n ancial aid, scheduling, and the amount of time that 
student-athletes are away from class. 
2. Placing the highest priority on the overall quality of the educa-
tional experience and on the successful completion of all student-
athletes’ academic programs. 

3. I nsisting on the practice of good sportsmanship and positive 
social behaviors in all constituents, including student-athletes, 
coaches, administrative personnel, and spectators. 

4. Providing equitable athletic opportunities for males and f e-
males and giving equal emphasis to men’s and women’s sports 
at co-educational colleges. 

5. Af! rming the special importance of the ef fect of athletics 
on the participants rather than on the spectators and placing 
greater emphasis on the internal constituency (students, alumni, 
institutional personnel) than on the gener al public and its enter-
tainment needs. 

6. Assuring that the actions of coaches and other institutional 
personnel exhibit fairness, openness, and honesty in their rela-
tionships with student -athletes. 

7. Maintaining that conference competition and championships 
are the primary objectiv es of in-season play. Post-season play is 
an additional opportuni ty, but not a basis for al tering conference 
policies and procedures. 

8. Supporting student-athletes in their ef forts to r each high levels 
of athletic performance by pr oviding all teams with adequate 
facilities, competent coaching, and appropriate competitive op-
portunities. 

MIAA institutional membership requires NCAA Division III af! li-
ation, endorsement of the NCAA Division III mission statement, 
and adherence to NCAA Division III rules and regulations.

Luke Harrigan is in his ! rst year as an assistant coach for Adrian College baseball.

Harrigan spent the 2005-06 year at Franklin College (Ind.) where he tutored the in! elders 
and catchers. He coached four all-conference performers at Franklin, including the 2006 
HCAC Freshman of the Year. He has also gained experience as the head coach of the Urbana 
(Ohio) ACME team and Spring! eld (Ohio) WBLY Summer team.

Harrigan lettered for the Bulldogs from 2002-2005 and was ! rst-t eam All-MIAA in ’04 and 
’05, as well as team captain and team MVP in ’05. He was part of an NBC World Series 
Championship as a player in 2001, and an NABF Major Division Championship in 2002.

He earned his bachelor’s degree in Health and Physical Education in 2005 from Adrian, and 
is currently working tow ard his master’s degree in Sports Administration from the United 
States Sports Academy.
 

Head Coach Craig Rainey
14th season - Adrian College ‘88

Craig Rainey is in his 14th season as the head coach of Adrian College baseball.

In 13 seasons at the helm, Rainey has become the program’s winningest coach while 
leading the Bulldogs to back-to-back MIAA championships and appearances in the NCAA 
Tournament.

In 2006, the Bulldogs won their second-
straight MIAA crown, sharing the title wi th 
co-champ Hope College. Ranked ! f th in 
the Mideast region at season’s end, the ’06 
squad was 25-15 overall and 21-7 in the 
conference.

The 2005 squad won the MIAA title and 
made the school’s ! rst NCAA Tournament 
appearance. The ’05 Bulldogs set school 

records for wins (27) and ended the season ranked fourth in the Mideast region.

Rainey has mentored 19 all-region performers, as well as 33 ! rst-t eam All-MIAA 
players. He has also produced two conference MVPs and a one league most valuable 
pitcher. Two of his former B ulldogs have gone on to play professionally with Keith 
Bozyk ’94 and Greg Sieszputoski ’99 both playing for the Chillicothe Paints of the 
Frontier League.

With experience coaching at both the Connie 
Mack and Poly League level, Rainey has been 
a guest speaker at the Michigan High School 
Baseball Association coaches’ clinic and 
the Il linois High School Baseball Coaches’ 
Association coaches’ clinic.

Prior to serving as the Bulldogs’ head coach, Rainey was an assistant coach under former 
coach and athletic director Henry Mensing. In 1993 Rainey helped AC to its ! rst MIAA baseball 
championship.

A 1988 graduate of Adrian College Rainey started for thr ee years at catcher for the Bulldogs 
and won the MIAA batting crown as a senior, hitting .467 in league games.

Rainey later earned a master’s degree in sports administration from the United States Sports 
Academy.

A product of Owosso, Rainey and his wife Jeannie have two children, Ivan and Kia, and reside 
in Adrian.
